When is Frontier Camp?

Supervision
All Frontier Camp staff hold at minimum 
CPR and Wilderness First Aid certifications.  
Frontier Camp staff are experienced camp 
staff who have proven themselves not only 
responsible but dedicated to providing safe 
and fun programming.

The Frontier Camp staff consists of  2 male 
and 2 female staff  members.  Supervision 
ratios for all activities will be at the maximum 
4 campers to 1 staff  member.  Frontier Camp 
will accept 16 campers per 6 day session.

Frontier Camp is for boys and girls age 12 - 14.  

All participants must be prepared for 5 days of  physically demanding activity.

Frontier Camp participants must be cleared for participation by a physician

Campers will be staying in gender appro-
priate 16’ by 20’ canvas platform wall 
tents.  The campsite is located on the 
edge of a creek bed, borders the San 
Bernardino National Forest, and is 
shaded by two majestic Jeffery Pines.  
The tents are only a short distance from 
the center of  camp.  Each tent is 
equipped with 5 bunk beds.  

Excepting our overnight excursion, 
campers will eat breakfast in the dining 
hall.  All lunches will be packed and 
eaten in the field.  Dinners are prepared 
at the Frontier Camp base by the camp-
ers under the supervision of  the Frontier 
Camp        guides.
